HOW TO GET THERE BY CAR

Take Exit 71 to Broadbeach off Pacific Motorway and follow through to the Gold Coast Highway.

Just before you hit the Gold Coast Highway you will see Pacific Fair Shopping Centre on your right. When you hit the
Gold Coast Highway, Jupiter's is on your left. Turn left and proceed north past Jupiter's and under the monorail, through
the lights and on past the Convention Centre on the north side of these lights. Cascade Gardens is on the left about
900m north of the Convention Centre.

BY RAIL
Trains leave Brisbane for Robina on the Gold Coast about every half hour. Buses connect to the Gold Coast Highway

north and south.
