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Addendum B - Figure 15-23
Extent of inundation not accurate.  Local knowledge of flooding in the upper reaches of the proposed inundation area demonstrates that flooding will be much higher than indicated on the map.
Recommend that the flood modelling be redone and local knowledge incorporated.

 AddendumB - Figure 18-5
Map should include proposed relocated roads.  Three-toed Snake-tooth Skink (Coeranoscincus reticulatus) and Grey-headed Flying Fox (Pteropus poliocephalus) Roosting Site are likely to be impacted by the relocated roads as well as the proposed inundation.
Recommend to mark the relocated roads on Figure 18-5





AddendumB - Figure 20-2
Map of River reach prioritisation is inaccurate and does not agree with local knowledge of river recovery processes.  Areas shown as reaches with limited chance of natural recovery around Moy pkt are well vegetated areas.  Similarly classified as limited chance of natural recovery on my property downstream on the western bank of the Mary River below Kandanga ck junction is an excellent example of how natural recovery can occur within 15 years if stock are excluded from the banks. 
Recommend that this method of reach prioritisation not be used to justify that the main trunk of the Mary River will not naturally recovery.  There are good examples to illustrate that by taking grazing pressure off the streambanks and with weed control that natural recovery and succession will occur within a 15 year timeframe.
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
